Home to the first Brown Trout planting in North America, the sculpture is 

also located directly across from the Lake County Historical Society Museum on Main Street. If you love 

to fish we are known for our nationally acclaimed trout stream, the Pere Marquette River.   We are 

home to many bait, tackle and fly shops and a drift boat manufacturer.  You can explore and experience 

endless outdoor activities with miles of trails for hiking, biking and off roading.  There are dozens of 

nearby lakes in which to swim, kayak, canoe or boat. Downtown is also just moments away from an 

airstrip holding radio controlled modeling events.  Also just minutes away are campgrounds and 

canoe/kayak rentals, garden shops, grocery, hardware and lumber stores.  No matter what you choose 

to do, you’ll soak up the beauty of Baldwin!
